Thématiques de recherche

Mes domaines de recherche comprennent la typologie des langues (dans la perspective ty-
pologique fonctionnaliste issue des recherches de Joseph Greenberg), 1’étude du change-
ment grammatical, et les rapports entre les deux. Mon travail le plus connu est la monogra-
phie ‘Subordination’, parue chez Oxford University Press en 2003 et maintenant devenu
un ouvrage de référence sur la typologie des stratégies de subordination dans les langues
du monde. Les données que j’ai recueillies pour ce travail ont formé la base pour plusieurs
chapitres sur la subordination que j’ai écrit pour le World Atlas of Language Structures
(WALS), le projet phare du département de linguistique de I’institut Max Planck de Leip-
zig. J’ai travaillé aussi sur la typologie de plusieurs phénomenes grammaticaux liés a la
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subordination, par exemple I’irréalité, I’insubordination, I’enchassement de propositions,
et la nominalisation.

Je suis engagée dans le débat international sur plusieurs questions théoriques et méthodo-
logiques de base en typologie des langues, par exemple le rapport entre la typologie et la
description des langues, le caractere inter-linguistique ou spécifique a chaque langue des
catégories grammaticales (parties du discours, roles syntaxiques), la nature des universaux
du langage, la nature des espaces conceptuels et des cartes sémantiques, et la notion de
motivations en compétition.

A présent, je développe une nouvelle approche d’explication des universaux typologiques,
fondée sur I’étude inter-linguistique des processus diachroniques qui sont a 1’origine des
constructions impliquées dans ces universaux. En particulier, je m’occupe des origines
diachroniques des corrélations entre ordres des mots et des systemes d’alignement (par
exemple, alignement accusatif, ergatif, actif, ergativite scindée, marquage différentiel de
I’objet), du développement des distinctions de nombre (par exemple, origines des marques
de singulier et pluriel utilisées pour des différents types d’éléments nominaux), et des
origines des constructions utilisées pour exprimer la possessio aliénable et inaliénable. Il
s’agit d’une approche évolutionniste qui vise a combiner les résultats de la recherche ty-
pologique proprement dite et les résultats des études sur la grammaticalisation et le chan-
gement linguistique en général.

Finalement, a la suite de ma formation en linguistique historique et en grec ancien, j’ai
aussi travaillé sur les stratégies de subordination dans cette langue. Cela a abouti a la
publication d’une monographie qui explore les phrases complétives dans une approche
typologique fonctionnaliste, ainsi que d’autres travaux sur ce sujet, portant sur 1’analyse
des différentes stratégies complétives dans le cadre de la grammaire constructionnelle, et
sur I’origine historique de certaines de ces stratégies.
